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MyPass Instructions to help you create your account:
myPass is the website students can now use to access their diploma marks, transcripts, and see their progress towards the completion of their high school education. 
To sign up for a new account, students must:

1. Go to myPass.alberta.ca

2. Click on “Sign in with an Education Account”

3. Enter your personal email address. (A reminder that your .edu accounts expire when you graduate so it’s best to pick your personal account)

4. Click on “I’m new, sign me up!”

5. You will receive an email in which you must click the provided link.

6. You’ll create your password.

7. In the next page that opens, you’ll see a blue section for students. Under “No access code? Request a connection!” click Request.

8. You will have to enter your Alberta Student Number and your date of birth. If you don’t know your Alberta Student Number, you can ask either a counselor or the main office.
9. Alberta Education will now mail (via Canada Post) your access code. This can take up to 3 weeks.

10. Once you have your access code, you can complete the creation of your account.
Our goal is that by mid-October, all Sr. High students will have received their access code.
